RECIPROCAL INTERACTION BETWEEN HOME AND ITS INHABOTANTS

Abstract. Interrelation between the two variables is investigated, namely, the friendliness

of the home environment which is assessed by functionality and relevance of the home

environment, and moral motives was investigated. The sample consisted of 550 students (25%

males). The questionnaires Functionality of the home environment, Relevance of the home

environment, and the Moral Motivation Model Scale were used. The reciprocal relation between

a friendly home and moral motives was revealed, with moral motives influencing the home

representation more strongly than vice versa. Relevance of the home environment formed more

connections than functionality did.
